Dear Friends,

Today 1s both Good Shepherd Sunday and a day of prayer for vocations to the priesthood and
religious life.  Jesus, the Good Shepherd and eternal High Priest, continues to tend to his flock
n a variety of very effective and tender ways. As Catholics, we acknowledge the unique ways he
shepherds his people through his Bishops, Priests and Deacons and through those in consecrat-
ed, religious life.

For over fifty years we have celebrated this day of prayer. It may seem to us that the Lord 1s not
really hearing our prayers for many dioceses and religious communities suffer severe shortages.
In a society of increased secularism, materialism, and agnosticism, 1s it surprising that more peo-
ple are not hearing the call of the Good Shepherd? He has promised not to leave his flock aban-
doned and to do that he needs a faithful joyful, and resounding “Yes” from people of all ages.
The key 1s providing the “atmosphere” or the “culture’ for people to come to a joy-filled personal
encounter with the Risen Lord, to clearly hear his voice. There is a sadness in the Catholic com-
munity when parents, family members, and parishioners may actually be uncomfortable with
someone entertaining a vocation to priesthood or religious life.

Creating both a family home life and a parish life where the Eucharistic Lord himself 1s at the
center, where prayer 1s shared among its members, and where service to others 1s a way of life 1s
crucial in helping people hear his call. How often do we read that vocations to the priesthood
and religious life come from stillness and quiet reflection? As a Church we must provide those
opportunities for our young. Our daily lives are overwhelmed with “noise” and unceasing
“chatter”. How can someone hear the soft-spoken call of the Good Shepherd without creating
time for quiet prayer and reflection?

Let us join Bishop Daly in promoting vocations as one of the essential missions of all the faithful
in our Diocese. As Pope Francis said: “A vocation 1s a fruit that ripens in a well cultivated field
of mutual love that becomes mutual service, i the context of an authentic ecclesial life. No voca-
tion 1s born of itself or lives for itsell. A vocation flows from the heart of God and blossoms in
the good soil of faithful people, in the experience of fraternal love. Did not Jesus say: “By this all
men will know that you are my disciples, if you have love for one another” (n 13:35)°”
